	Professor Judith Elkin has been nominated unanimously as Chair of the New Arts Partnership which is obviously good news. The search is now on for someone to be Vice Chair. An away day has been arranged on Thursday 15th April at the Countryside Centre to develop the group's action plan.
The partnership now has two new members; Geoff Palmer from the Economic Development Team and Jodie McConnell from Extended Services. 
The new arts strategy is now in draft consultation and we would welcome comments from you all. We are aiming to launch the strategy in the summer. 

I have now done presentations on the arts and the partnership and strategy to both the Health and Parks and Countryside Group. Both were well received. 
"12" The People Dancing' project is awaiting news from both the Arts Council and from the Health Improvement Fund. The People Dancing Team have agreed to release some funds which allows for the setting up of dance squads in the districts and teams from a wide range of local partners including those from health and community are being set up.
The decisions on the Worcestershire Strategic and In Roads Scheme are presently awaiting ratification and we hope to be able to make a press release on who has been successful within the next couple of weeks. It should be noted that we had 41 bids submitted of a total amount of £213,000 with approximately £90,000 to be spent.
