	The current arts partnership has been busy with the development of the new arts strategy and the new arts partnership.

The strategy has had over 110 replies to the questionnaires that were sent out.  The replies are presently being collated by ERS consultants. Once the collation has been done a draft strategy will be written by Stephen Wilson and Jenny Davis with ERS acting as an advisor. The draft will be written by the end of October. 
The new arts partnership is progressing well with new membership secured from: 

Parks and Countryside, Tourism, Professional Arts Sector, Libraries, Voluntary/Amateur Arts Sector, Health, Museums, Elmley Foundation. It is planned that the first meeting will be in October with a follow up planned for November. ERS will help co-ordinate these initial meetings. 

People Dancing – The Cultural Olympic Legacy Programme will be receiving a bid from Worcestershire in October. This bid will be an innovative dance/film project which will create exciting opportunities for dance companies, choreographers as well as venues in the county. Charlotte Beard from The Elmley Foundation is co-ordinating the bid. Partners include the district arts officers, the University of Worcester, Schools Sports Partnership, Arts Education Team and Children's Services. Dance Fest will be acting as delivery agent working alongside cutting edge professional choreographers.
