	The Arts Partnership have had their away day and have firmed up five key priority areas for the arts partnership. These are: Arts and Health, Children and Young People, Marketing and Advocacy, Arts in Non Arts Spaces and Visual Arts. Initial meetings within these five key areas have either happened or are taking place and progress will be fed back to the arts partnership. 
'12' received the funding from the Health Improvement Fund of £50k which means that all three bids to the different funders were successful. These were People Dancing, Arts Council and The Health. The scheme is presently recruiting for members of the Dance Squads over the County. 

The Arts Council has been told it needs to find a further £19 million pounds worth of cuts which will impact on arts organisations and funding. There are talks about using some of the historic reserves but this on top of the savings of 4 million is going to have a serious impact on arts funding.
