FWAG Update

FWAG is currently working on a project in the River Isbourne Catchment, concentrating on the area between Winchcombe and Sedgeberrow, looking at how changes in agricultural land management can reduce the incidence of flash flooding. This is being done with other partners including the Environment Agency (Brian Smith) and Haycock Associates.

Demand for Higher Level Stewardship remains very strong and our Worcestershire-based adviser Ben Griffiths is working almost exclusively on this at present, helping towards the County’s species, habitat and biodiversity targets.

Jeni Pring from our Gloucestershire FWAG office is developing The Longdon Marsh Organic Biogas Platform project with a company called Czero who are building a processing plant in Malvern to deliver sustainable renewable energy.
