Health & Well Being Theme Group – Traci Lloyd-Moore

· Healthy Weight; Healthy Lives Strategy for the County has been finalised and signed off by the theme group. A Launch event for Strategy will be held on 13 December 2010 in Council Chamber
· Arts and Health Network Symposium will take place on 30 November in Council Chamber, invitations to be sent out to key partners in the coming weeks. The purpose of the event is to re-launch the Network to key partners, showcase the aims/objectives of the Network; provide national and regional context; present arts and health projects currently running across the County and consider future opportunities for partnership working across the two sectors 
· Following a call from the Management Group for all Theme Groups to consider LAA priorities and priorities set out within the Sustainable Community Strategy. The group consensus was that the health and well being priorities set out in the SCS were appropriate but could be merged with a focus on tackling health inequalities. Feedback on LAA priorities has been forwarded to PMTG 
· From April 2013 PCT’s will be abolished. Public Health is in process of restructuring and there are four options of where Public Health functions may sit: 

1. within a new WCC Public Health Directorate

2. Within the Public Health Service

3. Within the NHS Commissioning Board

4. Within the GPCC (General Practioner Commissioning Consortia)
· The Health Bill and Spending Review should provide a clearer picture.
· Health Improvement Fund – All funding allocated, trouble-shooting and monitoring visits taking place 
· Community Leadership for Health Fund – 160 projects approved and final round planned for end October. 
· A number of projects have been approved which promote health through art and play as well as those inspired by the Olympic Games these include: 

·  Festival Housing’s F Factor initiative was awarded match funding of £50,000 from the Health Improvement Fund (The initiative will establish a rolling programme of Olympic/Sport activities within health hotspot areas of Droitwich and Malvern which will culminate in a competitive event) 
· Evesham High School has been awarded £6200 via the Community Leadership for Health Fund (endorsed by Cllr Bean & Cllr Banks) to run a Community Games event next Summer. 
· Dancefest have been awarded £50,000 through the Health Improvement Fund as a contribution towards their ’12’ moves project, this funding will be used to establish Dance Squads in each District.
