	One Planet Worcester is now Transition Worcester! The group feel there is a need to focus more on resilience to future resource shortages, and to become part of the wider transition network, which includes groups in Malvern Hills and Pershore.  Some key sub-groups are taking up the reins on projects, removing the pressure on the central steering group and allowing volunteers to get involved with the projects they want at the level they want. 
Our climate change work experience person, Hanna Ruohonen, has made a big difference since she arrived, giving much needed support to both the LSP and to Worcester City Council. She has supported events for young people, produced a new website (www.transitionworcester.co.uk) and interactive learning packs for schools. She is also developing a Local Climate Impacts Profile (LCLIP) for Worcester, building on the ones undertaken by Worcestershire County Council and Wyre Forest District Council.

	The Wyre Forest Matters Board met on 8th June. 

Warmer Worcestershire - the Wyre Forest LSP launch for partners was held on 21st June. The scheme is also being promoted at various events in the district. 

LAA Reward bid- WFM has selected the Walshes area of Stourport and the Broadwaters/Greenhill area of Kidderminster, focussing on sustaining and growing partnership work in these areas. The LAA outcomes in question centre around the quality of life elements of the LAA such as community safety, health improvement, activities for young people etc, as the ones where neighbourhood level action makes a real impact.  Warmer Worcestershire work will be promoted through the partnerships, promoting the energy efficiency message at a neighbourhood level. 
A W’ire Young Advisors scheme has been set up. 6 Wyre Forest young people between the ages of 16-18 have been trained as consultants to guide councils, housing associations and other local organisations about what it is like for a young person to live, work, learn and play in Wyre Forest and how the different organisations can to improve their services for young people.

NI188 (Planning to Adapt to Climate Change) -WFDC are being audited on this as part of their Use of Resources assessment.

	· Review of Sustainable Community strategy is taking place and new action plans are being developed to deliver the SCS. The LSP has held ‘away days’ to focus on key priorities and objectives for the SCS. The one of the key priorities for the LSP is Climate Change and this will be the key area of work for the Environment Theme group.  The environment section of the SCS will be focused on mitigation and adaptation and. The mitigation section of the action plan will be broken down into domestic, business and transport and actions are being developed to deliver carbon savings in these areas.

· Bromsgrove have launched Warmer Worcestershire with a joint event held in partnership with RBC. The LSP will be working together to hold further focused events in areas of high heat loss and households that are vulnerable.

· The council has run a successful insulation scheme in Bromsgrove for the over 60’s which will save 6805 tonnes of CO2.


	Issues arising for WPEG


	To deliver carbon savings across all sectors the LSP theme group would like to trial a pilot study working with small business (from different sectors) to help reduce energy and become more energy efficient. This project is dependent on funding that may or may not be available through the LSP board.
