	· Property level flood protection scheme underway in Tenbury to provide 85% grants towards protection of residential and commercial premises at risk of 1:100 yr flood event.  35 properties already covered under Defra scheme, a further 115 properties could be covered under the current scheme.  Funding made available from Malvern Hills District Council (£75k) and Regional Flood Defence Committee (£205k).

· Transition Malvern Hills have now completed their work on changing gas lamp arrangements.  Outcomes include 300% increase in light output and 80% lower gas consumption.

· Colwall Car Club has an Electric Smart Car which is being used by non members on a day trial basis. MHDC has sponsored 2 education days and 10 user days during the 12 month trial lease. Approaching more local organisations for staff trials.

	Update


	Free loft insulation scheme for homes within the area of highest need has started.  This scheme is being delivered by the snug network and will also give residents the opportunity to have cavity wall insulation carried out.  

Project eligible for 700 private owned households.  To date 102 properties have had measures installed to date giving total saving of £5,904 and 138,000kWh pa.

In addition 4 advice surgeries have been held in rural areas and 42 home energy visits carried out to date.

A recent door knocking event held in 57 properties in Evesham gave an additional 19 referrals for energy improvement measures.



	Issues arising for WPEG / Next Steps


	Continue to monitor the uptake of the loft insulation scheme. This has been extended over the course of the project. Carry on with the energy audits.

GP referral project due to start over the next few weeks where GPs will refer patients suffering from ailments caused by living in damp or cold conditions to energy improvements.

Investigate pilot green deal in project areas.

	Wyre Forest Matters

An action plan meeting was held by Wyre Forest Matters Partnership Manager, Lucy Bennett on 4th July to look at priorities going forward for the 'Improving the local environment' priority. Priorities suggested (to be agreed by Wyre Forest Matters Partnership Board):
Promoting Community Engagement and ownership

· Encouraging greater public involvement in Wyre Forest's nature reserves

· Promoting Natural England's investment in the area

· - Communicating the changes taking place to residents of Wyre Forest and the nationally significant areas of Biodiversity in Wyre Forest.

Encourage sustainable solutions and a greener environment

· Continue to develop and promote cycle routes in the area including facilities for cyclists
· Assist in the promotion of energy efficiency and renewable energy schemes and the upcoming Green Deal.
Free loft insulation scheme

Our scheme (also delivered by the Snug Network) has been targeting several areas across the district. To date of the last report (22nd August) 563 measures (loft & cavity wall insulation) had been installed in 442 properties. The scheme will continue into 2012 (and will incorporate an additional scheme targeted at over 60’s using County Council funding).

Transition Bewdley 

Transition Bewdley provided tours of renewable energy installations on the 7th and 8th of May at homes in and around Bewdley (expert installers of renewable technologies available for queries and discussions about renewables).

Wyre Forest Council Carbon Management Plan

Work in continuing (supported by the Carbon Trust) to develop a 5 year Carbon Management Plan (CMP) for implementation in 2012. The Councils energy and CO2 emissions baseline has been calculated the potential carbon & cost savings that can be made through the implementation of a CMP have been predicted. The Council has agreed a target 35% CO2 reduction over the 5 years of the plan (approx’ half of which is achieved through closure of 4 existing offices and the opening of the new HQ). New HQ will be ready for occupation summer 2012.
