	Bromsgrove LSP is due to hold an away day in June to look at LSP priorities for the SCS. The LSP will be responding to the consultation on the SCS, the environment them group of the LSP has commented on the need to include CO2 reduction as part of the environment section and not just to mention flooding and flood risk although it is acknowledge that this is an important Worcestershire priority.

The environment theme group for the LSP are forming a task and finish group to look at the development of a new and highly focused action plan for the group. Recent areas of work are:

· Successful installation of Power Effectors at the Bromsgrove Depot

· Over 60’s insulation scheme now finished

· Advice clinics have been run in the hub

· Joint project with BDC and EA to look at fly tipping

· BDC are running a Waste Resource Action Programme from April-June which involves resident engagement

· There is the potential opportunity for a tree planting scheme in the air quality management area of Hagley – confirmation of funding is required
