	2. Matters Arising


	Regional Portfolio Coordinator 
This item had been deferred until Rowena Clayton from WMGO was in attendance and she updated the group on Tony Southall’s role (leading for GO on LAA negotiations) and her role (to advise him on health elements in the LAA).  RC explained the timetable for the refresh exercise with a final submission by 9th March 2009 and that some baselines were still not known.

Sally Ellison expressed her wish to see the VCS involved in the process of delivering the LAA targets, once these are agreed.
Partnerships and Policy Officer (Health)

Health Improvement Strategy
Frances Howie thanked the group for commenting on a draft.  The paper would now be revised and go to Council Cabinet and the PCT Board.  It was agreed there would be VCS involvement in the following stage of drawing up an action plan.
Health Improvement Fund

Frances Howie gave a verbal update and agreed to send round details of successful bids in round one and of bidding arrangements for round two.          

Community Leadership for Health Fund

The Cabinet papers were discussed and Sally Ellison expressed her concern that there were differences between this and the ‘shopping, investing, giving’ methodology, which had been agreed.  Sally expressed that she felt a two tier system might be developing. This was noted.

Health Trainers

Darren Plant (Health Trainers Coordinator) gave a presentation about the health trainer service in Worcestershire.

Performance Reporting

There was a discussion about arrangements for how the group would oversee the delivery of the LAA targets.  It was agreed that David Onions and Jennifer Springer should be asked to give up-to-date performance figures and then the lead officer/coordinator for each delivery plan.
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	3. Roundtable 
	Tony Leak updated the group on the forthcoming CSI inspection on independence, well-being and health; and on the ACS change to the choice and control programme.  This is a three year change programme and 2008/09 is year one.

Steve Jorden asked about a central, possible D.H. fund to District Councils, to fund health and well-being work, which he had heard about at a Healthy Communities conference.  No one had heard of this and Rowena said she would clarify at GO.

Steve Jorden also explained that Wychavon had an Environmental Health Group, which would be taking forward the health and well-being LAA objectives and would in particular look at obesity and smoking.
