Community Olympian Games: To be piloted this summer. Roll out expected in 2010. The vision is for the Games to create a street-level celebration of sporting and cultural abilities, run by communities for communities. 
An expression of interest has been submitted to host a pilot based on the Bromsgrove and Redditch Youth Games which is run by Paul Sterling, Redditch BC
The Open Weekend 24 – 26 July 2009, will mark exactly three years until the opening ceremony of the London 2012 Olympic Games. Hundreds of events are expected to take place across the UK. This year the programme has been extended to include sporting, environmental and educational activities alongside cultural and creative events and the central theme is ‘Open Up’ – opening up your mind/your organisation and being inspired by and joining in with L2012.
‘Bandstand Marathon’:  This year the scheme is being extended across the UK and will take place on Sunday 27 September 2009. The idea is that bandstands across the region will host brass and silver band on one afternoon as part of the Cultural Olympiad celebrations. 

The cost is approximately £500 per bandstand and Superact would manage all artist liaison, logistical organisation and promotion for that cost.

Torch Relay:  The Torch relay is part of the Cultural Olympiad and as yet there is no bidding process. LOCOG is working on developing a draft route by the end of this year and Paul Kaynes would like to put forward some suitable suggestions
Live Sites: There's a good case for Worcester being the location as it is accessible to large parts of the region. Timescale is 2010 or later.
