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“Inspired?” Toolkit Small Grant Scheme (SGS)
The “Inspired?” toolkit has been developed to help local groups and physical activity practitioners create their own association with the Olympic and Paralympic Games and thereby make the London2012 Games “The Games for Everybody”. 

Grant Guidelines
· The SGS is aimed at applicants looking for funding on small projects which can commence within 6 months of funding been agreed 

· For the current financial year (2010/11) a total fund of £10,000 is available for organisations to apply for
· This fund will be reviewed at the start of the next financial year (2011/12) and then again in 2012/13
· Awards are for amounts from £200 to £500 and the SGS is open to any voluntary or community association, statutory body or educational establishment in Worcestershire.
· Your group or organization must be formally constituted. To receive a grant from the Worcestershire Partnership your organisation must have its own bank or building society account in the name of the organisation as shown in your governing document
· Only one application will be considered from any single organisation

· Grant applications will be accepted from Sept 2010 up until the fund has reached its budget.
· Grants can be for a variety of purposes that focus on celebrating the 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Games. The “Inspired?” toolkit gives multiple examples and ideas on creating 2012 inspired (physical activity based) activities in the thematic work areas of Community Recreation/Sport; Education; Gym and Leisure Centres; Inclusion; Physical Activity and Health; Play; Sports Clubs and Societies; Workplaces

Objective
The objective of this grant is to support activities and programmes inspired by the “Inspired?” toolkit 

· The Toolkit aims to engage a broad spectrum of organisations contributing to the sporting, recreation and physical activity agendas to ensure the Olympic and Paralympic message is coordinated across Worcestershire. 
· A special focus will be placed on using the inspiration of this once in a lifetime opportunity to engage with those currently not undertaking recommended levels of physical activity, helping to change attitudes and motivate people towards a more active lifestyle

· The Olympic values of Friendship, Respect and Excellence and the Paralympic values of Determination, Courage, Inspiration and Equality, underpin the toolkit and therefore the Toolkit won't just be limited to sport but encompass the broader cultural opportunities, so people of all ages can be inspired to make the most of their own abilities – be the best they can be in whatever direction they are inspired by. 

Assessment Criteria

We will assess your application against the criteria below. We do not expect you to meet them all but you must meet both the essential criteria and the more of the desirable criteria you can demonstrate you support the more likely you are to be successful. 

Essential Criteria
· Your activity is inspired by the “Inspired?” toolkit (i.e. the Olympic and Paralympic Games)
· Your activity aims to increase participation in sport or physical activity
Desirable Criteria
· Your activity will engage with those not currently undertaking recommended levels of physical activity
· Your  activity will link into the two local 2012 Legacy Trust funded programmes: The Community Games and the People Dancing Programme (see page 6 of the toolkit for information on these two programmes: www.raisingourgame2012.org.uk)

· Your activity will make a positive impact towards the target of reducing health inequalities
· Your activity will demonstrate a robust system of measuring the success of your activity

· You are able to demonstrate that your activity will not be a one off isolated event

· Your project has the potential to be awarded the London2012 Inspire Mark (see page 22 of the toolkit for information on the Inspire Mark: www.raisingourgame2012.org.uk )

· Applications will be considered by the Worcestershire 2012 Inspired Toolkit Assessment Panel
· Decisions on applications will be made within 4 weeks of being received
· Arrangements will be put in place to transfer/pay the grant

Please note that we will not award grants;

· for fund-raising events
· for ongoing costs (i.e. regular overheads such as rent, transport or continuation of existing programmes)

· for groups that are politically affiliated or politically active
· for groups that can fund the event themselves

Conditions of grant

· All successful applicants will be expected to complete and return a monitoring form within 1 month of the completion of the project for which the grant was given.  The completed form will need to show how you have spent the grant (including receipts) and how it has achieved its purpose.

· Successful applicants should ensure acknowledgement of the Raising Our Game brand ("Inspired?" toolkit) in all promotional material and that any press releases include reference to the Fund

· Post event/activity - all successful applicants will be required to provide a brief report on the event/activity, including photographs, where available.

· Grant money must be re-paid if the activity does not go ahead or the activity changes to the point that it no longer meets the essential criteria
