· BDC is running an insulation scheme for the over 60’s offering free loft and cavity wall insulation– will help with delivery of 186 and 187.

· BDC have also launched a renewable scheme for residents in the district.

· Internal energy group at BDC focuses on the recommendations from the ‘Key Account Scheme’ (EST report) and the NI relating to energy and climate change

· Travel plan being developed with assistance from county

· Kevin Dicks from BDC is ‘Championing’ the Warmer Worcestershire Project within the management board.

· Much of the evidence behind the Core Strategy is now beginning to take place with consultants commissioned to undertake a PPG17 assessment of Open Space, Strategic Flood Risk Assessment and Water Cycle Study (joint working with Redditch), an Employment Land Review and a Housing Market Assessment.
