	Green Flag – In spite of missing this year’s LAA target of nine green flag sites all of the eight sites which applied this year have been awarded green flag status. These sites are as follows:

Worcestershire County Council: Worcester Woods Country Park, Waseley Hills Country Park.

Bromsgrove District Council: Sanders Park

Worcester City Council: Gheluvelt Park

Redditch Borough Council: Arrow Valley Country Park

Wyre Forest District Council: QEII Jubilee Gardens 

Wychavon District Council: Abbey Park Evesham, Workman Gardens

The three year target of 11 is still on course to be achieved.

Play Areas – Malvern Hills District Council and Wychavon District Council have been awarded approximately £200,000 each from the BIG Lottery’s Children Play Initiative and various schemes from these programmes will contribute toward the LAA target.  The following Worcestershire Authorities will apply to the scheme in September for similar amounts:

Worcester City Council, Bromsgrove District Council, Redditch Borough Council, Wyre Forest District Council.

Results of these applications should be due out in December / January.
